Two titles of Jesus spring out of one verse, Revelation 1:4. We are 
reading from a Bible that is without error. The theologians with their PHD’s 
have errors in their life but the Bible is without error. Our purpose is always to 
allow the Bible to correct us.

Revelation 1:4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto 
you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from
the seven Spirits which are before his throne; 5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the 
faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of 
the earth. 

In the course of our study we are going to see:
 Witness as a name for Jesus. 
 Faithful as a name for Jesus. 
 Resurrection as a name for Jesus. 
 Begotten as a name for Jesus. 
 Prince as a name for Jesus.
 King as a name for Jesus.

It is all about Jesus. How anybody could boast, brag, have an ego, or be 
conceited after they have spent any time considering Jesus. Revelation 1: 5-7
Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, 6 And hath 
made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion 
for ever and ever. Amen. (Amen is a name of Jesus in the Bible – we will see 
that later in our study.) 7 Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see 
him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail 
because of him. Even so, Amen. The Lord is coming back. And most people on 
the earth will not like it when He does and those that know Him will say, Even
so come Lord Jesus, Amen. 
Verse 8. I am… (That is another name for the Lord that we will study later.) I 
am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and 
which was, and which is to come, the Almighty. 

This lesson is about the two names in this verse He is the Alpha and the
Almighty. 
In verse 4, you have Grace be unto you, and peace, from him…then verse 5, 
And from Jesus Christ…. And the end of verse 4, and from the seven Spirits 
(capital “S”). We have the Father, and the Word, and the Holy Ghost… the 
Father, the Son and the Spirit. And Jesus looks on and the Spirit looks on as 
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God the Father is called Him which is, and which was, and which is to come. 
Then in verse 8, I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the 
Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.

 Clearly both the Father and the Son can say of themselves, they are, 
they were, they shall be. Just as surely as the Father is Almighty God, so the 
Son Jesus Christ is the Lord Almighty God. He is God possessing all might; 
He is God possessing all power. Saved people need to bring their hearts to 
the place where they believe that Jesus Christ is the Almighty.

A carnal Christian will react accordingly when they do not have an 
Almighty God in their life:

 They get in a panic and they are about to do something crazy due to a 
problem in their life. 

 They have a difficulty in a relationship; and they do not know the 
answer. 

 They have a sin habit. 
There are things that happen in our lives that are disappointing, depressing 
and overwhelming. But as a Christian we have an Almighty God in our life to 
whom we can turn to. I do not see the response of saved people indicative of 
a belief that Jesus Christ is Almighty.  They talk and act as though their habits
are almighty; and God cannot do anything about it. Their problems are 
almighty and there is nothing that God could do about it. God, He was the 
Almighty…and He is the Almighty…and He always will be the Almighty. Stop 
living like He is powerless to do anything about the situations and 
circumstances of your life. He is Almighty! 

Saved people gather in their church buildings, they congregate in their 
hallways, parking lots before and after church services and type messages on
their electronic devices, you would think that China, Syria, Islam, the NSA or 
Obama is almighty. Why all the time and energy that is spent by saved people
giving power, majesty, strength and glory to puny little specks of dust that God
will sweep away in a moment of time indicates that we do not understand He 
is, was and will be the Almighty.

We are temporal, fleeting, little beings whose lives are but a vapor 
James 4:14 who are cut down in a day as the grass of the field Psalms 37:2 
who wither away. But the same God who created the heavens and the earth 
has not weakened in His strength. He has not lost any of His ability. Nobody 
has robbed Him of any of His power. He is every-day the Almighty! 

I would encourage you Christian… 
 To put as much confidence in God Almighty as you do in an unsaved 

psychiatrist.
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 To put as much confidence in God Almighty as you do in an internet 
news site.  

 To put as much trust in God Almighty as you do the friends you run to 
telling them about every upset, every problem and everything you are 
not happy about. 

How about God?
 God could help you with that bitterness if you would let Him be the 

Almighty. 
 God could help you with those lusts if you would let Him be the 

Almighty.
 God could help you with that temper if you would let Him be the 

Almighty.
 God could help you with that fear if you would let Him be the Almighty.
 God could help you with that cussing, smoking, drugs, alcohol, lust of 

the flesh, or any habit in your life that you know God is displeased that 
you are doing, if you would let Him be the Almighty.

Listen to this:
In the actual outworking of our thoughts, in the actual conduct of our 

day, God is powerless to do anything about what is going on around us. This 
should just not be! He is the ALMIGHTY!          

Do you have a wife/husband that is no good? So does God. Do you 
have children that are rebels? So does God. Do you have a church with some
problems in it? So does God. Why would you run to anybody else who does 
not know how to help you when you can run to the one who has been dealing
with what you are dealing with for thousands of years… and doeth all things 
well? Mark 7:37. He is the Almighty. 

God wrote in His Bible comfort the feebleminded. 1 Thessalonians 5:14 
Why do you not believe He can help you with your thought problems? He 
wrote in His Bible how the Spirit can overcome the flesh. 1 John 5:4-5 Why 
are you running to everywhere else for help? He is the Almighty! 

“Well, I know that God can help with some things but you don’t 
understand my problem…” 

No, I do not understand your problem and neither do the other people 
you are talking to. – God does! Why not go to Him? Why is God the last place
we turn to after we have exhausted all of our own efforts? 
People call… they write… they email… they text message. They say 
preacher I would like to talk to you. My responses are …

 Have you talked to God?  
 Have you told God everything you are going to tell me? 
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 Have you received a scriptural answer from God to everything you are 
about to ask me? 

 Why would you consult a preacher when you have not consulted God?
  Why are you looking for an answer from me when you can get your 

answer from God Almighty though the Bible?
An Almighty God Should Be Present In Our Day to Day Lives

Do you have a God or do you have God Almighty? Do you have a 
Saviour or do you have a mighty Saviour? Isaiah 9:6. For unto us a child is 
born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and 
his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting 
Father, The Prince of Peace.  He is The mighty God. 

Stop worrying about what man is going to do and watch what God is 
going to do. Stop fearing what men are up to and look at what the Lord is up 
to. Our Saviour is not a baby lying in a manger. He is the Mighty God. 
God Is Mighty and Despiseth Not Any

Job 36:5 Behold, God is mighty, and despiseth not any: he is mighty in 
strength and wisdom. Your problem is not that you ignore God or neglect God 
or underestimate or disrespect God, your problem is you say to yourself; 
”Why should God help me?  Because God is mighty, and despiseth not any: He 
does not despise you even when you have shamed yourself. The only person
that could ever help anyway is the mighty God. 
The King of Glory is Strong and Mighty

Psalm 24:1-2 The earth is the LORD's, and the fulness thereof; the world, 
and they that dwell therein. 2 For he hath founded it upon the seas, and 
established it upon the floods. Psalms 24:7-10 Lift up your head, O ye gates; and 
be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors; and the King of glory shall come in. 8 Who is 
this King of glory? The LORD strong and mighty, the LORD mighty in battle. 9 
Lift up your heads, O ye gates; even lift them up, ye everlasting doors; and the 
King of glory shall come in. 10 Who is this King of glory? The LORD of hosts, he 
is the King of glory. (capital “K”) signifies a person’s name
There are 57 references of the Almighty in the Bible here are a few more: 
Psalms 91:1-6; Revelation 1:8; Genesis 17:1; Ezekiel 1:24; 2 Corinthians 
6:18
