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Genesis 3 
Lesson 18 Two Seeds 
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 Genesis chapter 3:14-15 This verse is the first prophecy in your 

Bible regarding of the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. And the LORD God 
said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, 
and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou 
eat all the days of thy life: 15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, 
(enmity between the serpent and the woman.) …and between thy seed and her 
seed;  

The definition for enmity is: hostility, hatred a feeling or condition, for 
instance North Korea and the USA are enemies so The North Koreans and 
the USA are at enmity. 

Who is the LORD God speaking to? He is speaking to the serpent. He 
said I will put enmity between the seed… that is the offspring of the serpent 
and the seed… that is the offspring of the woman. The LORD God goes on to 
say, IT (That is the seed of the woman.) …shall bruise THY HEAD, (That is 
the serpent.) and THOU (That is the serpent.) …shalt bruise HIS (That is the 
offspring of the woman.) his heel.  

This verse is far more significant than most of our Bible teachers and 
commentators give it credit. This verse says that the serpent that came to Eve 
in the garden is capable of generating offspring. The seed of the serpent, 
then the Bible goes on to say the seed of a woman. Most of us learned in 
junior high school biology that there is no seed in a woman. The seed in 
human reproduction comes from the man. This verse should right away bring 
to your attention that God is trying to teach us something here.  
 Another way of saying Genesis 3:15 is God will put enmity between the 
devil and the woman, and between the offspring of the devil and the offspring 
of the woman; and the offspring of the woman will bruise the head of the 
devil, and the devil will bruise the heel of the offspring of the woman. There 
are three truths we learn from this blessed verse.  

• God is prophesying here that there is going to be a virgin birth. 
God is going to have a woman bear a child without the 
impregnating seed of a man. (Luke 1:35)  

• The only one capable of wounding and bruising the head of a 
devil is God Himself.  

• This verse prophesies the birth of one who would overcome the 
serpent’s seed and thus reverse the curses of Genesis 3.  
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Two things we are going to discuss in this lesson: 
• Virgin Birth 
• Satan's seed. 

 We will begin with the Virgin Birth. The virgin birth is essential; if not for 
the Virgin Birth there would be no sacrifice for sin. You cannot be saved and 
not believe in the virgin birth.  
 Matthew 1:18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his 
mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found 
with child of the Holy Ghost. People often say that Joseph was Jesus's father, 
that is not true, for as the Bible says: before they came together, Mary and 
Joseph were engaged to be married. They had already entered into an 
agreement to become husband and wife. Before they had any physical 
contact, Mary turned up pregnant. The Bible says in verse 19. Then Joseph 
her husband, back in Old Testament time when a man told a woman he was 
going to marry her, it became a promise as a vow, God is very committed to 
vows, even though some are not. (Numbers 30:2; Ecclesiastes 5:4) …being a 
just man, and not willing to make her a publick example, was minded to put her 
away privily. In Old Testament law if a woman showed up pregnant before 
marriage she was to be stoned to death.(Deuteronomy 22:23-24) Joseph was 
a just man, he decided to put her away privately, he knew that if he made it 
known to everyone they would kill her. Later he found out what was going on. 
Matthew 18:20-23. But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the 
Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to 
take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy 
Ghost. 21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for 
he shall save his people from their sins. 22 Now all this was done, that it might be 
fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, 23 Behold, a virgin 
shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name 
Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. The Bible says three times 
in that passage that Mary was pregnant and the father was God.  

• The seed in her womb was the not the seed of a man. 
• She was with child of the Holy Ghost.  
• Emmanuel, which is, God with us. 

 
 Luke 1:31-34 The angel speaking to Mary. And, behold, thou shalt 
conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. 32 He 
shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall 
give unto him the throne of his father David: 33 And he shall reign over the house of 
Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. 34 Then said Mary unto 
the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a man? Mary said, “How can I 
possibly be with child? I have never had physical relations with a man. 35 And 
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the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and 
the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: There is no sexual activity here. 
It is an overshadowing. …therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of 
thee shall be called the Son of God. 
 All the new Bibles change that word "thing" because they say it is not 
right to call Jesus a thing. The Bible did not call Jesus a thing. There is no 
reference there to a person. Mary gave birth to a Holy body, stay with me.. 
turn to Hebrews 10:5 speaking of Jesus Christ. Wherefore when he cometh into 
the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou 
prepared me:  The Lord Jesus Christ is the Alpha… the Omega… the 
beginning and the end. He is the Creator from the beginning of Genesis 1:1. 
He did not come into existence in Bethlehem’s manger. The Lord Jesus 
Christ dwelling in heaven watches as the Holy Ghost overshadows the virgin 
Mary and a thing is formed in her womb. What is that thing? Hebrews 10. It is 
a body. At conception the Spirit of God enters into a thing… The thing is a 
reference to the body formed in Mary's womb. 
 Why is this so significant? Because that proves once for all that Mary 
was not the mother of God. God prepared a body within Mary's womb, which 
the Lord Jesus Christ used for His purpose. The Bible does not say He 
“prepared me in a body…” Jesus Christ needed to take upon Himself the form 
of a man… so He could walk this earth, die and rise from the dead as a man.  
 Galatians 3:16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He 
saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.. 
Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, 
as of many; but as of one, If you miss one letter on one word in your Bible, you 
are liable to miss a major doctrine of the Christian faith. This doctrine of the 
virgin birth hinges on the difference between S-E-E-D-S and S-E-E-D. (One 
letter, if you have any other Bible other than the AV/KJV Bible you may be 
learning the Bible incorrectly) The Bible tells us three times not to change His 
word. It is very important to have, read and study from the right Bible. 
Deuteronomy 12:32; Proverbs 30:6; Revelation 22:18-19 
 …but as of one, And to thy seed,……. which is christ. There is no question 
on who that seed is speaking of in Genesis 3:15, it is God’s seed… that seed 
through whom the promises are fulfilled is none other than the Lord Jesus 
Christ.  
 Most people treat subjects like this one as too deep to dwell on, but it is 
very important to have a clear understanding, Find Matthew 1 and Jeremiah 
22. Jesus was the greatest teacher, a holy man, the best religious man that 
ever walked the face of this Earth, all that is wonderful, but none of it can 
wash away my sin. As we read the genealogy of Jesus Christ. Matthew 1:1-
17. Pay very close attention to how the Holy Spirit has the scriptures written 
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Verse 16. And Jacob begat Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, 
who is called Christ. It does not say that Joseph begat Jesus, The Bible is very 
clear on what Joseph's role was, he was the husband of Mary, not the father 
of Jesus. 

The virgin born Son of God. Without father… without mother… without 
beginning… without ending…. the Lord Jesus Christ. The Alpha and the 
Omega… the beginning and the end.  
 ♦♦♦♦♦ 
 The Serpent had a seed as well. In Matthew 12:18-25 Is a story about a 
conversation between the Sadducees and Jesus regarding what happens 
after death. In verse 25 the Bible says: For when they shall rise from the dead, 
they neither marry, nor are given in marriage; but are as the angels which are in 
heaven. Most people believe that verse is saying angels are incapable of 
generating offspring, but that is not what the Bible says. The answer is quite 
simple, when you read all the way through the Bible, you will see that there 
are no female angels, none. Angels have the capability of generating 
offspring, but in heaven there are no female angels, only males. When one 
third of the angels decided to join sides with Satan, they came to Earth and 
had relations with the daughters of men. (Genesis 6:1-4) These sons of God 
are angelic beings. The Bible says they were here before Noah. They were 
supermen. They were superior beings with superior strength. 
  Genesis 6:5-8 There was a time on planet Earth when the 
positions of power and influence were shaped by beings that were more than 
just men. They were supermen. They were the supernatural offspring of 
relations between fallen angels and human women. The degenerate mindset 
became so bad that God had to bring cataclysmic, destructive judgment on 
the earth and the only people that escaped were those saved by the grace of 
God.  

Luke 17:26 And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of 
the Son of man. In the last days before the return of Jesus Christ you would 
see a repetition of the circumstances and events of Noah’s day. There is 
cataclysmic judgment of God beginning on this Earth, the events have 
already begun, the Bible tells us they will happen in the manner of a woman 
giving birth. Mark 13:8; John 16:21. The only way to escape is to be saved by 
the grace of God.  
 Sit back and take a hard look at what is happening in our world. NASA 
sends rockets into the heavens with names like: Mercury, and Jupiter, why 
these names? Because the King James Bible runs the world, look at Acts 
14:12, Apollo, Gemini they are names of gods, supermen, men of renown. 
Genesis 6:4 names chosen by our countries space exploration division. 
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Names used by the offspring of fallen angels prior to the great flood of Noah's 
day.  

Acts 14:8-11, verses 11 The gods are come down to us in the likeness of 
men. Verse 12. And they called Barnabas, Jupiter; and Paul, Mercurius, because 
he was the chief speaker.  

“Why are they sending those rockets up there?” They are trying to make 
contact.  
  If these are the last days they will be a repetition of the days of Noah, 
they will be the best kingdom on earth before Jesus comes again and it will 
be a kingdom that will not be run by mere mortal men.  

Daniel 2:44. And in the days of these kings… (What kings? The 
supermen.) …shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be 
destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in 
pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever. The ruling 
powers on this earth at the time of the Second Coming of Jesus Christ will be 
Satanic. They will be the seed of the serpent. Genesis 3:15 said he would 
wound the serpents head. Christ has a body, the church His children. He is 
the head of that body. Who would be the head of the satanic principalities and 
powers? 2 Thessalonians 2:3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that 
day… (speaking of the Second Coming of Christ.) shall not come, except there 
come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;  
 Do not get sidetracked by the newspapers and so-called prophecy 
teachers. Only God knows what is going on. Only God knows when He is 
returning. Matthew 25:13.  
 The best thing we can do as Christians, it to stay in the Bible, tells 
others about our Wonderful Saviour and stand for righteousness.
